The areas then uaieamumber of further alterations, both in
geographical and textual terms, until the 1940’sthAs time, the province of Battambang was
made up of 7 separate districts. In the followin@ years, the province underwent an
excruciating ordeal of killings, torture, and otlmerman rights abuses. This was conducted under
the administration of Poi Pet. This period is n@ferred to as the period of the Killing Fields.

Finally in 1979, genocide was halted in the regemg the historic first election in the area was
held in 1993. Between this period, and the curtene, further changes were made to the
districts which comprised Battambang. As it statwdiay, the province has 13 districts”: Banan,
Thma Koul, Bat Dambang, Bavel, Ek Phnom, Moung RegsRotanak Mondol, Sangkae,
Samlout, Sampov Loun, Phnum Proek, Kamrieng, andsKidrala.
